The new policy identifies: 

• Rewards for positive behaviours so that pupils know that excellent learning and character is valued. 

• Support and guidance for pupils who struggle to behave well consistently. 

• Consistent consequences for ‘disruptive’ and ‘red line’ (serious) behaviours. 

Disruptive Behaviour Red Line Behaviour 

- First time - ‘Whisper correction’ (subtle warning) 
- Second time – same day detention and 2 points on SIMS. 
- Third time – removal from lesson and referral to 

Reflection  
(3 points on SIMS) 

- Immediate 
referral to 
Reflection 
Room. 

- Suspension 
from school. 

(4 points on SIMS)
